Till next time… 
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Upon entrance to the 6th grade, your child will be required to be immunized for meningitis (Menactra) and for pertussis, once 
called whooping cough, with TdaP or Adacel.  TdaP or Adacel will provide immunization for tetanus and diphtheria diseases 
as well.  Because the meningitis vaccine is given at the 11 year old physical, these materials are given now, as some of your 
children will be 11 soon.  The N.J. statewide physical exam form is required to be completed by your medical examiner and 
the medical questionnaire and physician authorization for medications were sent home with your child.  Also, if you wish to 
have your physician authorize an analgesic (pain med) for your child’s occasional needs, that form was also sent home.  YOU 
MUST SIGN IT TOO, BEFORE MEDICATIONS CAN BE GIVEN.  These papers are being distributed now to allow ample 
time for the above requirements to be met.  As always, feel free to call me during school hours if you have any questions or 
concerns regarding the health needs of your children.
