In this workshop, 
educators will be actively engaged in learning how to cultivate successful global 
online collaborations, applying effective search techniques and building resource 
engines for posting.

Understanding and how to run and interpret reports is the next big step with 
FASTT Math. Half of the workshop will be to go through the SAM (Scholastic 
Achievement Manager) to understand what rich data is available for teachers.
